2. (1) What is DEA National Take Back Day?
The U.S. Drug Enforcement Agency’s National Prescription Drug Take Back Day encourages the public to safely and securely dispose of unneeded medications from their homes to prevent medication misuse and opioid addiction from even starting.
3. (2) Why do DEA National Rx Take Back Day?
· Unneeded prescription medications are a public safety issue as they can lead to accidental poisoning or abuse.
· The majority of opioid addictions start with prescription pills found in medicine cabinets at home.
· Pharmaceutical drugs can be just as dangerous as street drugs when take without a prescription or medical supervision.
· Flushing unused drugs down the toilet contaminates the water supply. Drugs thrown in the trash can be retrieved and abused.
4. (3) How can I dispose of medications after take back day?
If your community does not have regular disposal options through a pharmacy, hospital, or police department, you can:
· Take the medications out of their bottles
· Mix them with something unappealing like kitty litter or coffee grounds
· Seal them in a bag and throw away
