1. **MDMA/ Ecstasy/ Molly**
What does an overdose emergency look like?
2. MDMA is a synthetic drug that alters mood and awareness of surroundings. It's also known as Ecstasy or Molly and is chemically similar to both stimulants and hallucinogens. Ecstasy and supposedly "pure" Molly often contains not only pure MDMA but other drugs that may be particularly dangerous when mixed with MDMA. 
3. When to get help? MDMA can interfere with the body's ability to regulate temperature. Some people will respond by drinking too much water, which can lead to low sodium levels. Signs of an emergency include:
· A sharp increase in body temperature (hyperthermia)
· Muscle cramps
· Vomiting
· Confusion
· Seizures
4. What to do?
· Call 911 immediately
· Stay with the person until help arrives and try to keep them calm
· Provide as much information as you can about what drugs were taken, when they were taken, and whether the person has a medical condition
