You Cannot Consent To Hazing
1. You cannot consent to hazing. Swipe to learn more…
2. New members are not fully aware of risks. A key component of hazing is secrecy. Those being hazed are blind to actual risk.
3. Hazing CAUSES EXTREME STRESS AND ANXIETY. A student's ability to give consent is negated when under stress. Hazing often involves drinking. A person cannot consent or make informed decisions while intoxicated or high.
4. Psychological forces drive students to endure hazing. Once hazing begins, students often feel too invested to quit. The more hazing a student endures, the more likely they are to continue with the group because of that investment.
5. Hazing begins early. 47% of college students report being hazed prior to college,* often in high school, which normalizes hazing and makes it seem like an unavoidable cost of fitting in.
