2. On September 17, 2004, Lynn Gordon Bailey (Gordie) was found dead at the Chi Psi fraternity house at the University of Colorado in Boulder. The night before, Gordie and 26 other Chi Psi fraternity pledges were taken off campus and told to drink 4 handles of whiskey and 6 large bottles of wine in a short period of time in order to get a ride back to the fraternity house. After returning to the house, Chi Psi members placed an extremely intoxicated Gordie on a couch in the library to “sleep it off” and returned to the party -- but not before drawing all over his body with permanent marker. Gordie was left alone for 10 hours and was found dead the next morning, face down on the floor. No one called for help until it was too late. Gordie's death was entirely preventable.
3. Part of National Hazing Prevention Week every September, the Gordie Center’s National Gordie Day promotes awareness of the PUBS signs of alcohol overdose and encourages students to step in when a friend is in trouble. This day commemorates Gordie's story to challenge misconceptions about the dangers of hazing and alcohol consumption. Our call to action, "Save a Life. Make the Call," emphasizes the importance of seeking medical help upon recognizing even one PUBS sign of alcohol overdose.
